Instructions for uploading phonebook entries from a Bluetooth enabled laptop to a 2005 Prius.

Download and print the two sets of excellent instructions at http://www.priuschat.com/forums/bluetooth-phone-book-transfer-vt6017.html?highlight=bluetooth+transfer. The first one (BT transfer instr.doc) has screen shots and the second one (Bluetooth contacts transfer.txt) is a short text instructions. The following is based on what I learned from these.

I had previously (using a borrowed phone) tried to follow the detailed instructions of BT transfer instr.doc. That enabled the laptop to be setup to connect with the car (1st 6 screens of BT transfer instr.doc). However, it did not seem to want to then transfer the phonebook entries. However, after having setup the laptop (I followed instructions as far as I could -at least 1st 6 screens), I followed the shorter text instructions (Bluetooth contacts transfer.txt)  and that has worked every time. These instructions worked on the borrowed phone and then with my new Verizon E815 today. The following is my “recipe.” (I have bolded what I consider to be the essential steps.)
1. One Time only:

a. If the laptop is not already Bluetooth enabled (mine was not), purchase and install a USB Bluetooth adapter. (I purchased an inexpensive, generic [$15.99, including shipping] one (Cambridge Silicon Radio). The company I purchased mine from [3btech.net] doesn’t seem to have them today. However, searching for “Bluetooth usb” at pricewatch.com, shows the one I have (“3Net (Networking) 11WB-1101” from Newegg) for $18. I would not hesitate to get another one that I see on Pricewatch for $14.)

b. One time, set up the laptop by following the instructions in BT transfer instr.doc (see above). With the advent of a new laptop and running XP, SP2, more difficulty was had and some more was learned. The following worked:

1. The first problem encountered was that Windows XP with SP2 would not perform my previous install of the USB Bluetooth adapter (Widcomm Bluetooth Software 1.3.2.7). It kept using the Windows generic drivers which did not work. Instead, a google search provided the answer by “Michael,” posted on 06-18-2005 (http://forums.mobileburn.com/showpost.php?p=87717&postcount=3). I followed his instructions exactly and they worked! Here are Michael’s instructions for avoiding Microsoft's Bluetooth drivers (After my previous attempts at installing the Widcomm Bluetooth drivers on my laptop which came with my Bluetooth adapter, I first uninstalled the Widcomm software). These steps can all be performed away from the car.:

a) Plug the dongle into a USB port. The MS drivers will automatically load.
b) Go into the Services program in the Administrative Tools section (could be in the control panel, could be under the Programs in the Start Menu) and disable (not just stop) the "Bluetooth Support Service".

[If you can't find the Administratorive Tools, right click on the start button and select Properties. Click the Customize button. Click the Advanced tab. Scroll all the way down and select of the options to show the Administrative Tools. Now you will be able to find it in the Programs menu where all the other apps are.]
c) Now load the drivers/software that came with your Bluetooth adapter (they are probably Widcomm based). (Mine were, see above. I just ran the setup program, which came on the CD with my Bluetooth adapter.)

d) Now bring up the System applet from the Control Panel, click on the Hardware tab, and then on Device Manager.
Expand the section called "Bluetooth Radios", right click on "Generic Bluetooth Radio" and select Update Driver.
Select "No, not this time" on the first page of the Hardware Update Wizard that shows up, then the Next button.
e) Click on "Select from a specific location", then click on Next.
f) Click on "Don't search, I will choose a driver to install", then click Next.
g) (A small window will appear.) Select the driver that came with your adapter (that you have already installed). It will NOT be "Generic Bluetooth Radio", which is the MS driver that you are trying to get rid of.
h) Finish the wizard, and then everything should be working. (Mine was. Using My Bluetooth Places, You should be able to configure the Blootooth adapter to enable all services. Note, at this time, you do not have the “HANDS FREE OBEX Object Push (Send) showing yet.)
2. Now, as mentioned above, you need to setup the laptop by following the instructions in BT transfer instr.doc. Despite my previously writing this, I had considerable difficulty because I did not quite understand (and remember what I had done a year earlier). So, I have copied that file here and made some clarifications.
a) First, enter the Prius with your v710 powered on with Bluetooth powered on. Hit the Prius power button once and wait for a successful Bluetooth connection. Now navigate to this telephone Settings screen in the Prius…
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This window should now present itself. (If you have made previous attempts, the laptop may in-fact be already paired. In that case, the following screen may NOT be shown. Just go on to the next step.):
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If the service selection window reappears, you have successfully paired the Prius and the laptop but nothing will notify you of this. (The window will be blank!) Now you need to find the Prius Obex service. This is important for future transfers. (Even if you are not ready to actually transfer the phone book, do this.)
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This window appears. Leave it alone for now and return to the Prius Settings screen.
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When this screen appears, return to the Bluetooth Wizard.
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Hopefully this window appears. (It needs to appear to indicate that the laptop has recognized the OBEX Object Push service and be fully setup.) When you select the OBEX Object Push a configure window pops up. Dismiss it, there is really nothing to configure. Now select Finish.
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You are now really happy this message has appeared because the shortcut keeps you from having to do this all over again.
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You probably won’t be able to transfer contacts at this point because this activity seems to cause the phone and the Prius to disconnect. (In my case, I just proceeded to transfer a couple of new numbers.) If necessary, get the phone reconnected by cycling the Prius power button or just giving it some time. Now you can go into Outlook Express and select the contacts you wish to transfer.

When you have them selected, initiate a transfer from the Prius and then choose Action and you will get the menus pictured below:

Of course you want to choose BLUETOOTH HANDS FREE… (You must see “HANDS FREE” on the “Send To Blutooth” menu item. If it just says “Other…”, you need to repeat the setup.)

But wait, there’s more. 

This little jewel shows up. Follow its instructions. (It wanted me to put the “1212” again.)
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These windows are really a good thing because they prove you are connected to the Prius. You will have to do this once for each transferring session. (Meaning, if the connection between laptop and Prius is not broken, you can do multiple transfers before having to PIN code 1212 again.)
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3. You will know that you have a properly setup laptop when you go to My Bluetooth Places and have an entry that says “HANDS FREE” and looks something like this:
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2. In the future, after the laptop is setup, each time you want to add entries to the phonebook in the Prius, do the following:

a. Add the desired entries (names and phone numbers) to the Microsoft Outlook Express address book on the laptop. (You can do this inside, away from the car.) I keep a separate address book folder since you need to have an abbreviated name (9 characters max) along with the phone number. The phone number should just be 10 digits, no spaces, dashes or anything.

b. Take the laptop to the car (car “Off”). Open Outlook Express to the address book that contains the desired entries you want to upload to the Prius. (When you are actually ready to transfer the desired entries and in the car, you will only have a short time (about 20 seconds) after the car is ready for the transfer to send them from the device (laptop in this case).)
c. With the already paired Bluetooth enabled phone with you, turn on the car (press the Power button). After the car finds the cell phone, navigate to the telephone settings screen (Info-Telephone-Settings). Scroll down and press the Start Transfer button on the screen. The screen will say Transfer Phone Book, Select transfer method. Press the “Add” button.
d. From the laptop, select the desired phonebook entries and send the entries to HANDS FREE like this:
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e. A “balloon” should pop up from the Bluetooth icon in the laptop system tray should do this:
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Click in the center of the “balloon.”


f. The following should appear on the laptop:
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g. Type in the Prius telephone pin (by default 1212) and the transfer should proceed quickly. (Note, multiple entries can be added at a time, just select several. My example in step 2d shows 3 of them. As a test, I actually uploaded these example entries). The Prius screen should go back to the Settings screen. At this point you have just transferred the desired entries to the Prius phonebook.

The above sounds harder than it is. After you have purchased the Bluetooth adapter, performed the onetime setup of the laptop (Steps 1) above, the items in Step 2 seem quite natural. Basically, A) you add the desired entries to the laptop (similar step to adding some new entries to a cell phone), B) Take the laptop to the car and open Outlook Express to your added entries (similar to “get your phone ready for the transfer”), and C) Perform the transfer with the car about as you would had to do from a phone.

If something goes wrong, like you have a problem with the laptop (such as the Prius times out because the laptop is not ready-remember you only have about 20 seconds for steps 2d-2g, or as happened to me once today, I forgot to put the Bluetooth dongle on the laptop), don’t worry. But, I had to cycle the car (press the Power button to turn it off and then back again). And then repeat steps 2c-2g.

Finally, you may want to transfer these new entries to the (17 available) 1-Touch locations so these entries will be available as the car is moving. Simply press Set 1-Touch from the Prius settings screen. It will open the phone book, then you select your desired (possibly new) entries one at a time and then the 1-Touch screen will open. Scroll down to one that says “EMPTY” (or make room by deleting some entries, if necessary), and select one of the 17 1-Touch entries.

Method for pairing the Motorola E815 phone:

1. With the phone on, ensure that Bluetooth is turned on: Menu-Settings-Connection-Bluetooth-Setup-BluetoothOn.

2. Turn the car to Acc. Pres Info-Telephone-Settings-Add Phone

3. From the Phone, go to Menu-Settings-Connection-Bluetooth-hands free-search for devices

4. The phone should scan and recognize the car. Then it will ask do you want to Bond? Press OK. It will ask for the pin. Enter 1212.

5. The phone should save the pin and the car should recognize the phone and connect.

Again select this icon and the Next button





Start a transfer Even if you have no numbers yet to transfer). If your Phone Book is empty it does not matter which button is selected. (Caution for future transfers: Overwrite will replace the entire Phone Book contents with the new transfer contents which will also eliminate 1-touch settings.) (Get in the habit of always choosing ADD.)





Select the Back button

Input 1212 and Press Initiate Pairing





After this icon appears, select it and Next…





Select this option and then press Next





Right click this icon (or open My Bluetooth Places on the Windows desktop and select the Bluetooth Setup Wizard menu option





Select Add Phone and let the Bluetooth discover screen sit while you proceed to the next step on your laptop
